The organizer will review the technical paper mainly on language. If your paper is not prepared using the correct layout and format, or if it is not in accordance with your abstract in technical content, it may not be included in the Congress Proceedings (e-version).

KEYWORDS – keyword, keyword, keyword, keyword, keyword (No more than six (6) keywords that describe the content of the technical paper. Use 10 point text.)

ABSTRACT (either the extended abstract you’ve submitted or a normal abstract is acceptable)

E.g.: Since 2009, China has been ranking first in vehicle production and sales in the global market, and has become one of the most important regions for the automotive industry worldwide.
